We were able to get a tax-exempt loan, which will save us a lot of money.

Chief James Rohrer, East Petersburg Fire Co. No. 1 – Chief Rohrer went over the annual fire company report for 2007. There were a total of 551 calls with 6,307 personnel responding, total staff hours for the year 3,369.40, training hours 4,008.47.



Chief Neil Harkins, Manheim Township Police Department – Chief Harkins went over the annual police report for 2007 (see attached). Comments from Citizens: 

Mayors Report – Police report for January 2008. For the month of January there were 103 complaints in the Borough consisting of 20 criminal investigations, 8 violators were processed, 6 vehicle accident investigations, no fatalities and one injury. 77 calls for service and the department cited 36 motorists for traffic violations. 


Mayor Spangenburg presented Chet Schoenberger with a presentation for 55 years of service with the East Petersburg Fire Company. Gary said Chet and a couple of others spearheaded what we know to be the greatest fire company in the county of Lancaster. We as a community would like to recognize Chet Schoenberger and commend him for all the years he volunteered with East Petersburg Fire Company #1. You have taken classes that are to numerous to list and served as President, Vice President, Secretary, Trustee, Chief Engineer, Engineer, Asst. Chief and Deputy Chief. Along with serving in the positions previously mentioned, you continue to serve on numerous committees. You have been a mentor to many firefighters that came up through the ranks as Junior Firefighters and who are now serving in various rolls and positions within the fire company. Your continued dedication as a volunteer, being a driver for the Fire Company and helping to review all new prospective drivers, is an inspiration to all of us. As the Mayor it is my esteemed pleasure to thank you for your many, many years of service to this Borough and to the whole county of Lancaster with the East Petersburg Fire Company.


Cappy said she isn’t so sure that other communities can give commendations like this, someone who has dedicated 55 years of his life. That’s a long time to be with one organization in all the capacity that he has had. We are very proud of our fire company and it’s people like Chet that have made that foundation and we do thank you. Cappy said it would be a great benefit to the community if there were more people like him.


Mayor Spangenburg introduced Bob Friedman. Gary said he and Bob are friends who have known each other for a few years and Bob has a lot of talent that he uses in business and profession as a web designer, graphic arts, marketing, etc. In just getting to know Bob over the last few years it became very apparent to Gary that he has a lot to offer and the borough could really benefit from some of his offerings in terms of his skills and talent that he does professionally. Therefore, Gary said he talked to Bob about helping EPCAC develop a website solely for the purpose of promoting East Petersburg Borough. EPCAC was started last year, East Petersburg Community Achievement Council on the three fold purposes to promote, recognize and urge achievement within the Borough and we want to take a look at the first objective to begin to promote the Borough and we’ve decided that probably a website would make a lot of sense of the foundation and that website would be directly linked to the Borough website for the government side. It will not replace that or the two will not be joined together other than a linkage, it will still have it’s own purpose for running the Borough. However, this purpose will be to
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promote the Borough. Gary said he invited Bob here to meet the community and the community could meet him and allow him to talk about his vision for the website. He is also going to address a couple of needs he is going to have down the line where the community could participate and help, especially those of you who might be able to contribute in terms of website and understanding of technology. At the last meeting we had brought forth a couple of renditions that we were looking at, made them public and we got feedback, went back and came up with a rendition that we’d probably like to begin to use. It doesn’t mean we can’t refine it but took the ideas and reformatted it to come up with a new rendition. Gary passed copies of the new rendition to council. 


Bob said every single type of group will have their own page or area on the website, baseball team, soccer team, churches, etc. It will be set up where each group will have the ability to edit and add to that portion of the website using software that requires little technology so it’s going to be a huge project a lot of stuff is going to happen and it’s going to take awhile to put together. Technology wise is no problem. In put is an issue, organization is an issue, structure to a certain degree is an issue. Bob said part of what he is seeing here is to avoid having to pay to get this website going. Hopefully each single section would make a sponsorship of their page, i.e. baseball, soccer etc., to a local business then that would put a flow of cash into EPCAC to keep them going and cover the cost of making this happen. Hopefully it will become a virtual portal for East Petersburg where everything that EPCAC is looking at is recognized, updated and readily available for everybody to see and use. No limits, whatever it takes to make it work. 


Cappy asked, for example, would there be a page for the fire company if they wanted to reach out to youth, like about the cadet camp. They already have their own site so there would just be a link to their site from EPCAC’s site. Bob said the biggest hurdle now to get the next step moving forward is if you look at all the categories, #1 does that cover everything/did we miss anything and then #2 if we could get a list of each individual thing under each category then can build a bare bones skeleton working template. Then start filling it in with stuff. But the first step is to get a skeleton put together that works, empty but just all the pieces in place. 


Gary said if there is anybody that is interested in helping Bob or if you know of anyone Bob could contact to help form that group so that he can effectively build the website and get the right information in there and have some “go to” people to get information and get it back to him. Especially when it comes time for him to write news articles that will happen weekly. It could the Borough’s weekly news source.

Borough Manager Report – See Attached - East Petersburg Day update, John Wolf said things are moving along, got musical groups lined up, the fireworks lined up. Jeff Geoghan said maybe a car show. Looking at trying to fill in that gap between 3 to 6 pm where there is a lull in the action. Looking into some different games and things like that. Cappy asked about the date and John told her September 20. Cappy said there needs to be another way to display the posters the children made for the contest, so it’s more obvious.

Jeff commented that Herb had taken him on a tour of the entire water facilities in the Borough last week, along with his six-year-old son who pestered him with questions the entire trip. Jeff said he was really impressed with the entire water operation. Jeff commended Herb and the entire water crew as they just run a really tight ship and all the facilities are sparkling, you could eat off the floors. Record keeping is just exemplary. And, Cappy added, we have the best water in the state, so not only does it look good it taste good too!

Fire Company Report – For the month of February there were 36 calls with 452 personnel responding, total staff hours for the month 340.66, training hours 257.75, number of staff attending training 123. There was property loss for the month of February of $730,000. Property saved for the month of February was $425,000. That equated to the barn fire on Junction Road and the house fire on Clarkson Drive.


Jamie asked for the publics help in regards to a program being put on by Hamburger Helper who is donating money. What needs to be done is go to their website myhometownhelper.com and you select the state and our program is in there under East Petersburg Fire Company; they are giving up to $15,000 away and we wrote it to try to raise money for replacing a 20-year-old fire engine. The more support they seen from the community the chances are better to win.  
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EMA Report –Tom reported that for those who are still looking to get in some Command 100, there is one course being offered, unfortunately it’s on St. Patrick’s Day which might not suit to well. It’s over at the training center. 

Jamie Rohrer said one thing on that, he just attended a weekend class learning NIMS stuff, and pretty much everyone sitting at the front table needs to be sitting in a 40-hour class called IS300. And the only way to get the class involved and get the people into this borough to do it is we have to have direct municipal involvement sitting in the class. That includes Public Works, Borough Council, Borough Manager, Police Department, Fire Department and EMS. No ifs, ands, or buts about it or grants are done for this town and everything else. Or if we have and event that doesn’t happen and it happens and we don’t have that in place Jamie said he doesn’t want to be around, because it’s federal government mandates. There are classes that need to be happening. Jamie said he does commend the borough because Jim and Tom did the report and out of 60 municipalities in Lancaster County not even half of them reported their NIMS reports which had to be done by the end of January. 

Public Works


It was moved and seconded (Kevin Harley/Jeff Geoghan) to award the Edgemont Drive Water Main 
Replacement to Wexcon for $101,568.75. Unanimous approval. 

Jim noted that there were eight bidders for the Road Improvement of Edgemont Drive and the low bidder was Handwerk Contractor with Sauder Brothers Concrete being the subcontractor for the concrete work. Jim said this is less then the borough had estimated. Jeff Geoghan asked what base bid meant. Jim said that means it includes everything, a work order could be added if something else is needed which would increase the cost. John Wolf asked if they included a cost escalator in that bid and Jim said they did as they have the last couple of years, first year the actual cost of the job was lower then anticipated and we got money back from the contractor. Greg Bucher asked why is it such a high cost for trench restoration under the water project yet there’s a $23,000 charge with Handwerk for excavation and backfill. Jim said Handwerk is doing the curb’s and sidewalks and they will be doing that excavation whereas the excavation on the water project is for the waterline in itself, tearing up the street and replacing the line and putting it back. Also, Wexcon has to go out on Main Street. Greg then asked if that is why the state highway’s unit price is $66.25 yet our municipal roadway is only $15.50 a unit? Herb said that is correct because all the state specifications must be followed, the type ballast, stone, everything to the t. Herb said we are very lucky the state is allowing an open cut, usually they make you bore, they don’t like you opening up a major highway.

Comments from Citizens: Adam Gochnauer asked if there is an ordinance concerning pedestrians walking in the road versus the sidewalk. Mr. Gochnauer said now that warmer weather is here he sees a lot of people who walk in the street rather then the sidewalks. Jim Williams said the borough doesn’t have any rules about that but people tend to walk in the street because it is flat and the sidewalks are not all even. Mr. Gochnauer said he has seen this on the narrow part of Pine Street and people driving have to stop because the pedestrian is in the road and we spend all this money on sidewalks. Cappy suggested we put something in the next Town Crier to remind them to wear reflective clothing. People are allowed to use the road but not permitted to obstruct traffic.  Glenn Garber said a lot of doctors are telling people not to walk on sidewalks because it is hard on the legs and knees with all the up and down conditions of the walks.

The rest of council voted to approve. Greg asked if the storm water plan does not work does the borough have recourse on it. Jim said yes, Greg asked if the agreement states that, Kevin said escrow. Jim said they are asking to waive the escrow.  Tom Huber asked about the #6 sentence on the agreement which says execute a maintenance agreement with borough, wanted to know if that means they have to maintain it. Jim said in the letter from Rettew #1 states, discussed with the borough engineer a precast concrete guard inlet has been incorporated into the infiltration basin, this will allow surface water to drop into a small inlet and infiltrate down by an appropriated pipe into a stone bed constructed below the frost level. NSI requested a waiver of the escrow account of $3355. RAV said the waiver could be granted on the following condition: Items A, B & C listed in the escrow estimate be completed prior to any construction of the parking lot pavement. This request is recommended because the total sum of the escrow is a small dollar amount. Additionally, the borough would not allow construction of the parking lot until items A, B & C of the escrow are completed. Council discussed holding the escrow account. Dwight Addington asked Jim if there were an easier way of holding the escrow money. Jim explained that in another case, the borough just kept the check in the borough safe and the auditor did not like that at all. Connie McElwain commented that NSI wants this parking lot and if they don’t abide by items A, B & C they can’t do the parking lot. Jim said the escrow would be incase the job is not done right or if they don’t do the job the borough can then take the escrow money and do the job properly.  It was moved and seconded (Tom Huber/Dwight Addington) that council require NSI to establish an escrow account. Unanimous approval.

d) Jim explained to council that he has been meeting with the county about the Urban Enhancement Fund, which is a “fund” to enhance and sustain the urban areas of Lancaster County as attractive places to live, learn, work and play. It was moved and seconded (Kevin Harley/Greg Bucher) to approve the Urban Enhancement Fund (UEF) Program.

Comments from Citizens: Bill Wentling asked if the borough had a long term plan for improving the park. He said he thinks this park is under utilized. There aren’t any parents here in the summer months and he thinks that has to do with the playground equipment not being very kid friendly and he feels that is contributing with what is happening in the park. Cappy said we do have a plan in place, particularly for the playground equipment, a five year plan. We just replaced playground equipment in the fitness park and that was $28,000. Then we have four or five areas that one by one we are updating and we just replaced the slide here. Actually, we spent $40,000 on playground equipment this year. Of course, we can’t do it every year but we do have a plan that we are rotating around to the different areas so we do have something for the community to use. Cappy said she has been a resident since 1976 and for the most part, the incidents at the park, this park in general, of the nature that we have had, it’s really pretty rare. She said she knows the police know who they are and they are on top of it. It’s a difficult thing because this is a public park. It goes in cycles, there are years we don’t have much of anything going on and years when we have a certain group of kids passing through that have time on their hands and don’t make good use of it. And part of the problem too is some of these are not always East Petersburg residents. Again, this is a public place so we can’t tell somebody else not to come into the park. 

Mr. Wentling said the climbing unit that’s in the park is metal; it’s a trip to the ER or orthodontist waiting to happen. Mr. Wentling said he takes his kids to all other kinds of parks and there are parents that go to these parks with their kids, they drive to these parks because of the equipment that is there, and he said he just feels that an investment in this park as well as a water fountain. Mr. Wentling said he has to bring his own water. It would help parents and families use this park. Cappy said we have had an ongoing problem with the water fountain, it gets broken all the time. Jeff Geoghan said there is going to be a “first ever” chili cook off this East Petersburg Day sponsored by the MTPD and Natalie Littlehale and the  money that is raised will go specifically to a new water fountain in a more visible location because of the camera system in the park. Hopefully that will be the last time anyone will get away with messing with the water fountain. Cappy also said the proceeds from East Pete Day, the Rotary originally the funds were targeted to go back into the park and over the years there have been many different ideas of what to do for the park and seriously they might be an organization to approach because there is money and for the most part they are trying to target the park to use the funds for something worthwhile for park usage so if you have some specific ideas you should also speak to them. We did a survey a while back and the results were that people using the park did not want the round metal climbing toy moved because the kids liked it so much. Probably when we it is all said and done with we’ll probably have spent over $100,000 on playground equipment. Jeff Geoghan said that every year that is part of the budget discussion and usually park equipment comes up every year and we put a little here, a little there but it does take time to get this six-figure stuff handled.

John Wolf reported that everything is going along very well for East Pete Day. Cappy asked if there are going to be fireworks again. John said yes and a car show, chili cook off, craft vendors, parachutists. Jeff said a nice parade. John said the parade
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will have about 35 to 40 units in it. Four bands including the Hempfield Marching Band, a Mummer’s string band. John also said there have been a few small things done with the funds; one is a $1000 scholarship for Trinity Pre-School to help a local 

Borough resident with pre-school tuition and just recently awarded a request from the fire company for some money towards laptop computers for their educational program. And, on another note, George Barber has resigned and is relocating to Florida. He was a big asset to East Petersburg Day for a long time and want to thank him for his years of service and dedication. We’re hoping he will be here for East Petersburg Day. 

Norman McGuire from Edgemont Drive asked what the borough is going to do about the botched job that they did on the yards. Cappy asked what he meant by botched job. Mr. McGuire said first of all they have the sidewalk leaning up coming from the house, they have the driveway leaning down, and there is a big gully in front. His concern is water. He said everything was level before and now everything is 2 inches higher for some reason.  Cappy said being concerned about water is a very valid concern. Cappy said she thinks it would make sense to wait until the first good rainfall and see where the water goes. If they think they have to fix it they will have to know where the water is going or not going. Greg said he was personally down and saw the swale and three yards down, we made a collective decision as the borough to do that street without digging up the street, we paid an engineer to design the slopes and everything. If I hired a contractor as an engineer to design a project like that and they left a big gully in the front yard they would be required to come out and fix that before they got paid. We need to hold the people who we’re paying to design this stuff accountable for the work their doing. Cappy said in the very least, she understands that they are concerned. Mr. McGuire said if there is a heavy rain he will have a big mud puddle in his front yard. Cappy said we can’t go in and correct something if we don’t totally know the total problem. We will ask our engineer. Jim said he spoke to Mrs. McGuire earlier and said we have looked at the driveway and one of the things we’d like to do is finish the brickwork and sidewalk and landscaping there. We talked to the landscaper today and the engineer was there today looking at it and what he would like to do conjunctively look at it when it rains, before we fix anything and find out we fixed it wrong let’s find out exactly what the problem is. We have to be very careful if we taper it we don’t want it going back toward the house. The job will stay open until that is satisfied. Jim said he also talked to the neighbors on each side. Normally on those projects you go back a certain amount of feet from the sidewalk, the practice is 10 feet. The McGuire’s talked to an engineer who said to go back 18 feet instead of 10. Cappy said we will definitely be sure that we will involve our engineer on this to look at this and see what is happening. We won’t be giving them any more money from this point until this is satisfied. Cappy said we do have an experienced engineer that’s been involved with many street projects in our borough so we feel that he can look at the situation and be very fair and knowledgeable about what should be done. 
Mayors Report –   For July there were 111 complaints, consisting of 38 criminal investigations, 19 violators were processed, eight vehicles accidents with 1 injury and no fatalities, 65 calls for service and 28 motorists were cited for traffic violations. 

Mayor Spangenburg introduced Sgt. Ponessa from MTPD. Sgt. Ponessa will oversee the borough, everything about the borough, inside out/upside down, then he in turn will work with the other sergeants and officers. What that means to the people, you can go directly to Sgt. Ponessa if you have an issue, an idea, or complaint. He will be here at borough meetings pretty frequently, making himself known. 

Mayor Spangenburg said he also wanted to report to council, since he was not at the last meeting because of National Night Out. He said he understands there were a couple of women at the last meeting that had essentially voiced their complaints about the July 27 incident involving the beatings of the guys who got attacked. He said that he and Jim talked about it the following day and they met with the police chief and did a pretty thorough investigation about the whole call from start to finish and essentially the protocol for Lancaster County Wide Communication and the Police Department was handled properly. There was nothing done improper or forgotten or wrongly done. It was not the Police Departments issue in terms of a perceived response that was way to long or LCWC issue either. We did talk about some ideas that might improve the situation and one thing that LCWC is going to be doing is their going to be taking a look at instead of sequentially dispatching a call they are going to move  towards a concurrent type dispatch call, so as they are receiving the call they are getting information and making a dispatch at the same time. Cappy asked if that doesn’t happen now. Gary said it is somewhat happening now, it’s in that transition phase while teaching and training the dispatchers. Gary also added that he really needed to credit the police department on that particular call because it was really the alertness of one of the police officers that was not dispatched for the call yet that he saw on his laptop, the computer assisted dispatch, or CAD, and when the dispatcher enters the information in the computer it automatically goes out to the police department via email essentially.

That officer saw it and he was already in route before the dispatcher contacted him about the call.

Greg Bucher said there is one group of individuals that are behind all this. Greg said when the ringleaders were locked up earlier in the year the crime rate in the borough went down 70%, something like that. They are back again and they taunt everybody all over town. Greg said the night of that incident they were standing right behind Gooseworks smoking a joint in the middle of the street. It’s one group of individuals causing 75% of the problems in this town. They are causing the problems behind Turkey Hill, doing the drug deals beside the fire company. Gary said it’s just a vicious cycle, they get arrested go to jail get out and get arrested again. 

Jamie Rohrer said he agrees with the gentleman about the park equipment but if he were the borough he would not spend any more money on park equipment if his life depended on it. He said come up here at night after footballs gone, look at the site lighting on this place, on this whole park, on the parking lot across the street. He said if he was a girl at two o’clock in the morning walking from Chancey’s up to that parking lot, he wouldn’t be doing it. The site lighting is poor, you have PPL  street lights, they are 175, probably sodium vapor throughout, maybe it’s time to put some additional site lighting up to light this park up at night and that’s what will reduce some of the crime at the same time. 

Jeff Geoghan asked if they were residents. Greg said yes. Greg said we paid to have “no skateboarding, no loitering” signs made and put up and they still do it. Gary said if they want to skateboard and hanging out that is not breaking the law. If they are destroying property then they are breaking the law. Cappy said somebody needs to call that it when it is happening. Cappy asked Sgt. Ponessa if when a person makes a call like that do they need to give their name. Sgt. Ponessa said no, it can be anonymous. Greg said one of the big problems is, and Jamie has seen this in front of the fire company and Greg has seen it behind Turkey Hill, is the drug dealing, they do it and their gone. It constantly goes on, there is a white car, they pull up behind Turkey Hill, do their transaction and their gone. By the time we would call it’s done. What can we do. Someone asked if they can get a plate number. Greg said then it is your word against theirs.  It’s all the same group tied to this. Jeff asked if they can stake out the place. Jamie said these kids have no fear, they will walk right out in front of the fire truck when there is a call. John Wolf asked what the rules and regulations are for skateboarding in the streets. They are permitted on the streets but cannot obstruct traffic. Greg asked if the fire company is leaving for a call and somebody takes a picture of them blocking the street can they be arrested. Sgt. Ponessa said yes. Gary said they can call the borough and say we had a call at such and such a time we’ll get it on camera.  Jamie said they know the scan of the camera, they figured that thing out. Jamie said he also thinks they have a scanner and as soon as they hear it they are gone. Nessie Saint Cyr asked if a letter couldn’t be sent to the parents of these kids and say you are responsible for your child. Greg said one of the parents showed up at the incident and was actually antagonizing the whole thing. Gary said anytime a minor is involved parents are automatically called or visited by the police department, even if they didn’t do anything wrong. Greg asked about brighter lights and Jim said PPL has larger luminaries but you have to be careful of the residential area. Jamie asked about putting nice post lights right along the park. Jim said it wouldn’t be part of the enhancement fund but we could do something like that. We’d have to put it in the budget.  Jamie Rohrer also noted that the bathroom lights are quite often left on and wondered if they were on a timer that wasn’t working properly. Jim said they are not on a timer. Jeff Geoghan asked if motion sensors could be used. Jim said he would look into it.

A resident asked about the process to get geothermal. Jim said there is an ordinance concerning geothermal and he should talk to the zoning officer. Jim said it is not an easy process but it is possible.

John Wolf asked if there is an increase in police presence since the park incident. Sgt. Ponessa said procedures have been changed where before the borough officer would go to the police station, get his equipment, car, get his information that he needed and then come up to the borough. Now we have them coming directly to the borough to report for duty so we have a constant presence here. Mayor Spangenburg clarified that the borough has stated before that the borough has had an arrangement with MTPD in that we get 80% coverage out of 100% time there is 80% coverage in the borough. That is no longer the case 100% time we now have 100% coverage, meaning that there are borough police officers, they are assigned specifically to the borough, they are no longer assigned to the sector that the borough sits in. That doesn’t mean that every call you get your going to get the same police officer, nor does it mean that the police hasn’t been called to another sector because of something else that went down. That’s strictly between him/her and their sergeant. The Mayor said they are online 

at the borough office so they can communicate with headquarters in the township. We’ve made significant improvements in that regard.

Visit from:  Richard Ressler, developer of the Eastland Land Development off Stevens Street in East Petersburg, requested an escrow reduction at borough council’s meeting Nov. 5. Last month, council denied Mr. Ressler’s request to reduce his escrow amount by nearly $45,000, which would leave a balance of more than $41,000.

Although the borough’s engineer had approved the reduction, he said some issues with storm-water management and soil erosion needed to be addressed. The remaining balance would be sufficient to cover these costs, he said.
Council members, however, felt that some of these issues should be addressed as a show of good faith.

Council member Tom Huber said Nov. 5 he had visited the site. He said there was one lot with a depressed driveway entrance where storm water was washing some soil away. Mr. Ressler told council this is the last site to get developed and he used it to store topsoil and stone during the project.

As for water runoff, Mr. Ressler said there is very little, and the water is going where it is supposed to. The sediment basin on site “is working as it was designed. I am not aware of any complaints,” he said. Mr. Huber agreed the erosion was minimal and suggested a barrier across the entrance would keep soil from washing into the street. 

It was moved and seconded (Tom Huber/Kevin Harley) to reduce the escrow on the Eastland Land Development project on the condition that he put up a barrier at the entrance to the vacant lot until the lot is sold and work resumes at that site. Unanimous approval.

Comments from Citizens: Residents on Graystone Road asked council to do something about a property in their neighborhood. The neighbors said the family living at 2735 Graystone Road allowed weeds to become overgrown and accumulated piles of lumber and other items in the yard over several years. In addition, they said, a dog kept outside barks all the time.

Council president Cathleen Panus said the zoning officer will visit the property. The zoning officer will look for conditions in violation of zoning ordinances. The borough has an ordinance pertaining to barking dogs and Manheim Township Sgt. Timothy Ponessa said a police officer would visit the property the following day.
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Mayors Report –   For September there were 84 complaints, consisting of seven criminal investigations, 10 violators were processed, nine vehicles accidents with 1 injury and no fatalities, 68 calls for service and 74 motorists were cited for traffic violations.
Mayor Spangenburg said he received the cost from the police department for 2009 and essentially, they are going to go up from $453,788 to $476,840 in terms of the total police costs for the year. Gary said he feels it is ultra conservative on their part because they are only budgeting $1000 extra for fuel. Greg asked if the fuel costs would stay down for a year do we get money back. Gary said the contract would not allow for that and they didn’t bill us more when fuel went up. Kevin Harley said most municipalities 50% of their budget goes to police protection, where our percentage is more around ¼%.  Kevin also said since we got the new police chief that the service we now get is much better. Gary said we essentially have our own police department at a contracted cost. Gary also noted that where there was one incident at the park that took 11 minutes for incident command to be established that was then a more recent incident took 2 minutes to get police command established and they were handcuffed within 30 seconds. Greg noted that the chief is actually out there patrolling, in uniform.

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New Business: Kevin Harley presented the preliminary budget. He said the borough followed the same budget principles for 2009 it has used for many years. The budget includes a 2 percent increase in expenses and a 1.5 percent increase in income. However, for 2009 the increase in expenses is 4.5%. The borough will use monies from the existing fund balance to cover the extra costs and avoid a property tax increase.

Residents will see increases in water and trash bills. Harley said the borough will increase the charge for water service by 4.5%. For a family using an average of 12,000 gallons a year, this will be an increase of $2.80 per quarter or $11.20 for the year. The change will help the borough to keep on pace with inflation. Also, with a couple big projects on the horizon, it will help build a fund to pay for those projects. Trash bills will increase by $16 per household, for a yearly cost of $190. Harley said the fee is lower than most surrounding municipalities.

Council revised a policy on water leak responsibilities. Previously, when there was a water main break, or leak in water pipes,, residents were responsible for any repair costs to pipes which connected from their property to the main system, even where the pipes ran under the road. The new policy makes the borough responsible for costs to repairing pipes which run from the main system under the road to the curb stop.
